Plaintiff U.S. Commodity Futures Trading Commission (CFTC) bas fileda
Complaint for Injunctive and Other Equitable Relief and for Civil Monetary

Penaltics under the Commodity Exchange Act (DE#1) and moved for a
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preliminary injunction. The Court has considered the pleadings, exhibits, and
memorandum filed in support of the CFTC’s motion for preliminary injunction,
and any opposition papers filed thereto. The Court finds that defendant

Sean Nathan Healy (Sean Healy) acknowledges service of the Summons and
Complaint, admits to this Court’s jurisdiction over him and the subject matter of
this action, and admits that venue lies properly with this Court. The Court further
finds that Sean Healy, without admitting or denying the allegations of the
Complaint except as to jurisdiction and venue, consents {0 the entry of this Order.
The Court also finds that Sean Healy's consent to this Order is entered into
voluntarily and that no promise or threal has been made by the CFTC, or any
member, officer, agent, or representative of the CFTC, {o induce Sean Healy to
consent to this Order.

As it appears to the Court that there is good cause to believe that Sean Healy
has engaged, is engaging in, or is about o engage in viclations of the Commodity
Exchange Act (the Act), 7 U.S.C. §§ 1 et seq. (2006); the Act, as amended by the
Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008, Pub. L. No. | 10-246, Title XIII (the
CFTC Reauthorization Act of 2008 (CRA), §§ 13101-13204, 122 Stat. 1651; and
CFTC Regulations, 17 C.F.R §§ 1 er seq., and that this is a proper case for granting

a preliminary injunction to preserve the status quo, protect public customers from
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Further loss and damage, and enable the CFTC to fulfill its statutory duties, the
Court finds as follows:

Jurisdiction and Venue

THE PARTIES AGREE AND IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that:

{.  This Court has jurisdiction over this actior pursuant to Section 6c of
the Act, 7 U.S.C. § 13a-1, which provides that whenever it shall appear to the
CFTC that any person has engaged, is engaging, or 1s about to engage in any act or
practice constituting a violation of any provisien of the Act; the Act, as amended
by the CRA; and the Regulations, the CFTC may bring an action in the proper
district court of the United States against such person to enjoin such practice, or to
enforce compliance with the Act; the Act, as amended by the CRA; and the
Regulations.

2. Venue properly lies with this Court pursuant to Section 6¢(e) of the
Act, 7 U.S.C. § 13a-1(e), because the acts and practices in violation of the Act; the
Act, as amended by the CRA; and the Regulations have occurred and are gccurring

within this District.
